HOW DO | BECOME A CONTRIBUTING ARTIST FOR FBFA COLLECTIONS?
If you would like to be a contributing artist for Farmboy Fine Arts, we
ask that you submit a contact sheet with examples of your work for
review. It is advisable to submit images that show your range, and

all images should be available for licensing. Contact sheet should be
letter-sized, JPG format, 300dpi and should include your name, email
address and between 12-20 images. All submissions will go through
a selective jurying process before being accepted. If your work is
accepted, we'll contact you with our licensing agreement and more
extensive submission guidelines.

HOW DOES FBFA PROMOTE AND SELL MY WORK?

Each project is different — different environment, different budget and
different design direction. Our in-house design team works directly with
our clients, proposing images from FBFA Collections that fit their needs
and surpass their expectations. Once an image is chosen, we apply it to
one of our mediums (see our website for product information), and ship
it directly to our client.

In addition to proposing our artists’ work to our clients around the
world, we also curate monthly collections of images that are featured
in our newsletter, on our blog, and on our website. Each month we
highlight one of our artists whose work we feel is outstanding, and this
artist will receive their own collection and featurette on our newsletter,
blog and website.

HOW MUCH CAN | MAKE SELLING MY WORK WITH FBFA?

For each sale, FBFA pays its artists a commission (a percentage of the
gross revenue, dependent on product type) and a royalty (a fixed rate,
dependent on product type and number of pieces sold). The payment
schedule is outlined in our licensing agreement, along with examples of
revenues.

WHAT ARE THE TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS?
For photography:
- All images shot with a DSLR, minimum 12 megapixels
- Scans of negatives and slides are not accepted unless
professionally drum scanned

For other 2-D works (illustration, painting, mixed media, etc):
- Originals may be professionally scanned, but we prefer that
they are shot with a DSLR (see photography requirements)
- We do not accept originals
- We do not accept simple vector graphics, but more complex
designs will be considered
